7. How does Benvolio attempt to persuade Romeo to attend the Capulet party? 

8. Explain the initial encounter of Romeo and Juliet. What are their feelings for one another?  

9. In your opinion, are these feelings justified? Explain yourself!

10. At the end of the Act, what does Juliet discover about the object of her affection?
